NEW RESEARCH FINDINGS 
Europe, Asia Catching Up to US 
An annual table of 100 leading universities shows European and Asian universities are 
catching up with American institutions, with the number of North American universities in 
the top 100 falling from 42 in 2008 to 36 in 2009.
