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WWU students protest planned cuts in state scholarships

William Woods University students gathered in the vy Room at the university at noon Thursday to
learn about Gov. Jay Nixon's plan to impose a 38 percent cut in financial aid to private college
students receiving Access Missouri scholarships.

Nixon's plan would cut Access Missouri scholarships funds $1,750 for each student attending a
private university and increase scholarship funds by $700, or 25 percent, to students attending a
public university.

The governor's plan would set the maximum Access Missouri scholarship at $2,850 for all students
attending either a public or private four-year college or university in Missouri.

Jim Clay, WWU vice president of admissions, told students it is crucial that they contact their
senator and representative in the Missouri General Assembly and tell them how cutting the
scholarship program will affect them personally and to ask them to
vote against the proposed legislation.

Caitlin Steiner of New Bloomfield, a William Woods University
education major, decided to enroll at William Woods because it
offered small class sizes and personable staff members.

Steiner was unable to attend the event because she was practice
teaching but she sent a statement that was read to the other
students.

Another plus for Steiner, a graduate of South Callaway High School in
Mokane, is that WWU is located not far from her home.

“Coming from a rural area makes receiving money from Access Missouri very important. My
parents and | are not wealthy and we have tried our best to make sure | don't have to take many
student loans,” Steiner said in her statement.

Steiner said without money from the Access Missouri grant, she would be
more than $20,000 in debt and she would find it difficult to pay that off on
a teacher's salary.

Ciara Cheatum of Fulton is a senior at William Woods majoring in
business administration.

“They know me very well at the student aid office. If the scholarship
program is reduced | will not be able to go to graduate school. Without
this scholarship program at the current level, there is no way | could have
afforded to attend William Woods,” Cheatum said.




Cale Fessler, chief financial officer at WWU, said a reduction in Access Missouri awards for students
choosing to attend private schools in the state will eliminate or significantly reduce the freedom of
choice afforded to Missouri students.

Sherry McCarthy, WWU vice president and dean of academic affairs, said some students have
academic interests that can only be met at certain colleges and universities and not at others.

William Woods, she said, offers several such unique baccalaureate programs.

“We are the only institution in Missouri,” McCarthy said, “that offers a four-year program for
American Sign Language Interpreters. We are the only school to offer a degree in Juvenile Justice
and one of the few to provide an Equestrian Science program.”

During the 2007-08 school year, 144 William Woods students were eligible to receive scholarship
grants from Access Missouri.

Deana Ready, WWU director of student financial services, said Access Missouri is important to all
students because it allows them to match their educational opportunities to their learning style and
career goals.

More than 4,000 students, parents, educational leaders and concerned citizens from around the
state have formed Keep Me In College Coalition to protect the Access Missouri financial aid program
against legislative efforts to cut funding for students attending Missouri's independent colleges and
universities.

Sen. Kurt Schaefer, R-Columbia and Sen. David Pearce, R-Warrensburg, have filed Senate Bill 390
and Rep. Gayle Kingery, R-Poplar Bluff, filed House Bill 792. The Senate and House proposals
endorse Nixon's plan to set the maximum Access Missouri scholarship at $2,850 for all students
attending a four-year college or university.

Rep. Jeanie Riddle, R-Mokane, was unable to attend the informational meeting at William Woods
because the legislature was in session. But she sent a statement in opposition to Nixon's proposed
legislation to cut scholarship funds for private schools. Riddle warned the group that public schools
supporting the change have mounted a strong lobbying effort and private schools should work hard
if they want to prevent a change.

Access Missouri grants are based solely on need. The program was created two years ago to
improve access to college education for all Missouri students. Awards to students attending private
colleges and universities were set higher because their tuition costs are higher.

Unlike public colleges and universities that receive state subsidies, private colleges and universities
receive no state funding and must charge higher tuition. The scholarship plan took this into account
when it was created. But the current effort in the legislature is to make all grants equal to students
attending both private and public universities.

The William Woods University softball team swept a doubleheader from visiting Culver-Stockton
College on Wednesday afternoon.

The Lady Owls defeated the Lady Wildcats 6-0 in the first game and 6-3 in the nightcap.

William Woods (4-0) had a 2-0 lead heading into the bottom of the fifth inning in the opener before
breaking the game open with four runs in the inning.

Senior center fielder T.J. Quick - a Fulton graduate - started the outburst with a leadoff single.
Quick stole second base, then scored on a throwing error on sophomore right fielder Morgan
Parkhurst's ground ball.

Later in the inning, junior catcher Colleen Dailey hit a two-run double to score freshman shortstop
Kelsey Schulte and sophomore third baseman Zoe Brittan.

Junior second baseman Tara Schulte added an RBI single, scoring Dailey to push the Lady Owils’
lead to 6-0.

Sophomore starter Courtney Vincent (2-0) earned the complete-game victory for William Woods.
Vincent worked seven innings, allowed one hit, walked six and struck out two.

Culver-Stockton took a 2-0 lead in the top of the first inning in the second game. William Woods,
though, answered with a run in the second and two more in the third to take a 3-2 lead.

With runners on the corners to start the third, Brittan and Kelsey Schulte executed a double-steal
to tie the game 2-2. Tara Schulte then drove in Kelsey Schulte with an RBI triple to put the Lady
Owils in front.

William Woods added two more runs in the bottom of the fourth. Kelsey Schulte delivered a two-
run triple, scoring senior catcher Laura Seipp and junior third baseman Leslie Taylor to push the
lead to 5-2.

Carley Thurston hit a solo home run for the Lady Wildcats in the top of the sixth to cut their deficit
to two runs. However, the Lady Owls answered with a run of their own in the bottom of the sixth
on Dailey's pinch-hit RBI single.

Sophomore starter Megan Bote (1-0) earned the victory for William Woods in her first start of the
season. Bote went seven innings, allowed four hits, three runs, struck out five and walked five.

Brittan was 3-for-3 with two runs scored as the Lady Owls broke out for 10 hits again. Parkhurst
and Seipp added two hits apiece.

Katie Thomas (0-1) took the loss for Culver-Stockton. Thurston and Jessica Webb each had a hit
and an RBI for the Lady Wildcats.
